 

We have been sailing KWRW for a number of years and plan on going again in 2005. Here are my 2 cents if I understand the term "logistics" correctly.

 

1.) Hauling of boat - Have FastTrack haul your boat. They will even store your boat in FL if you choose to do SORC in Miami and/ or Charleston. 

 

2.) Housing - Get your housing very early.

 

3.) Crew - Have your crew commit early and firmly.

 

4.) Travel - Driving time to KW is appr. 30 hours. Book flights early to get reasonable fares and into KW. Otherwise, fly into Ft.Lauderdale or Miami and rent a car. Driving time to KW about 4 hours.

 

5.) Launching and Hauling - During the past years, FastTrack was doing this at the Truman Annex and I assume, they will do it again.

 

KWRW is by far the best racing event in the USA. Great sailing conditions, best race management, best tent party, over 40 J105 at the start and the Key West atmosphere. This all during the middle of January. It just can not get any better than this.
